YORKSHIRE WATER AWARD WON           24th August 2009

SBU were recently nominated and won an award at the Yorkshire Water Partners Awards 
2008/2009, a premier event where Yorkshire Water recognises excellent performance from 
contract partners and individuals. 
 
Our association with the water industry specifically spans the twenty years that we have 
been in business and it is this association that has allowed us to develop this long-term 
partnership agreement with Yorkshire Water. 
 
The award was for the category Partner+.  SBU/Costain entered the Partner+ category and 
were shortlisted in May 2009.  The partnership needed to demonstrate their ability to work 
together and deliver results with quality, safety and cost efficiency whilst minimising 
disruption to existing assets and the clients’ customers.   
 
In 2007 the floods of the North brought with them significant chaos for homeowners but 
even more chaos for Yorkshire Water.  It quickly became apparent that a huge quantity of 
important equipment had been either damaged or seriously destroyed in the floods.  This 
presented Yorkshire Water with a high level of risk from pollution, compliance failure and 
loss of service to customers so it was essential that any recovery plan needed to be swift 
and structured to minimise the impact.   
 
In collaboration with Costain, SBU implemented a structured programme of inspection, 
costing, reviewing and reporting to get the project kick started.  The partnership between 
Costain and SBU is not a new one, but one developed over the last 7 years, and it is this 
partnership that allowed them to understand the works required by Yorkshire Water, provide 
the solutions that would solve the current issues and prevent any further dismay to the 
client and customers should future flooding occur. 
 
The partnership between SBU, Costain and Yorkshire Water has delivered consistent 
results for a number of years.  The mentality has always been the same, understand the 
problem from all angles – client, staff and end user, deliver the project in a safe and 
financially sound manner, customer appreciation and, finally take the time to educate the 
end user organisation in the benefits of delivery.
